• For those whose health or circumstance may require it, Holy Cross offers 

an alcohol-removed red wine (containing less than 0.5% alcohol) 

located in the center of each Communion tray.  
 

• Gluten-free wafers are available upon request to a Pastor or Elder before 

the service.  
 

• If you want communion in the pew, please let an usher or Elder know 

before the service. 
 

• Please do not stack the plastic communion cups in the baskets.  Stacked 

cups hinder the rinsing process. Thank you.

Please 

provide contact information if you are interested in membership or if you would 

like to be contacted by the church.
